on hail-damaged external tank foam insulation.

The Shuttle is expected to be ready for launch no

earlier than May 27. A hailstorm last weekend

left about 150 divots, .5-2 inches in diameter, in

the outer foam of the fuel tank. The concern is

that ice could form inside the divots once the

tank is loaded with super-cold propellants. The

ice could break free and fall off during launch,

impacting the orbiter.
